	When driving in areas of restricted vision (e.g. blind spots, building entries with mixed occupation etc.), or where required by site rules, signals are used to warn of the impending movement (e.g. sounding horn).
	
	
	

	Seat belts, where fitted, are worn by all vehicle occupants.
	
	
	

	Site rules for use of vehicles and mobile equipment are documented and followed (e.g. purpose for use, speed limits, location of use, right-of-way, communication protocols etc.).

	Provide resources and schedule work activities to manage driver fatigue.
	
	
	

	Develop procedures for specific high risk driving activities (e.g. rideon lawn mowing, etc.) and verify that the driver is aware of the requirements.
	
	
	

	Establish site rules for use of vehicles and mobile equipment (e.g. purpose for use, speed limits, location of use, right-of-way, communication protocols etc.).
	
	
	


Operator / Maintainer Requirements
	Drive vehicles and other mobile equipment only if trained and licensed for that type of vehicle.
	
	
	

	Inspect vehicle or mobile equipment for condition before use at least daily (prestart check).
	
	
	

	Do not use personal communication devices, including mobile phones and radios, in a moving vehicle unless specifically required by safety procedures.
	
	
	

	Where fitted, wear the driver’s seat belt and verify seat belts are worn by all other vehicle occupants.
	
	
	

	Use signals (e.g. sound horn) when driving in areas of restricted vision (e.g. blind spots, building entries with mixed occupation etc.), or where required by site rules.
