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Why is the Control Important – Drivers who are trained and licensed and have a high level of awareness of driving hazards, driving in accordance with applicable transport routes and to schedules that manage fatigue, are critical in preventing vehicle accidents off-site arising from the actions or inactions of drivers.

Exemption – Driving vehicles or mobile equipment within the boundaries of an OTML location.


Operational Requirements
Performance Metrics  
	Drivers of vehicles and mobile equipment are legally licensed, in accordance with local regulations, for the vehicle being driven.
	Hand-held, personal communication devices, including mobile phones and radios, are not used in moving vehicles unless specifically required by safety procedures.

	Drivers of specialised vehicles and mobile equipment (e.g. MMU, forklift truck) are trained and assessed competent in the operation of the vehicle, including local and / or OTML rules and requirements.
	Journey / Route plans are in place and followed for specific high risk journeys (e.g. remote areas, unusual road conditions, dangerous goods routes etc.).

	Driving hazard awareness campaigns and programs are in place (e.g. speed, drugs / alcohol and fatigue awareness, defensive driving etc.) and vehicle drivers participate in the campaigns and programs.
	Seat belts are fitted for, and worn by, all vehicle occupants.

	Vehicle driving activities are resourced and scheduled to manage driver fatigue (e.g. long journeys, driving during normal sleep periods etc.).
	


Utilisation
Required in all situations where vehicles or other mobile equipment are driven outside the boundaries of OTML locations. This includes use of private or public roads by OTML owned vehicles, contractor owned vehicles distributing OTML product, hired vehicles under OTML control and private vehicles transporting OTML employees to and from work.
Safety Critical Defeat Requirements
No defeats permitted.
Testing & Verification
Driver training and licensing must be audited as part of an annual auditing cycle.
Maintenance
Journey / Route plans must be reviewed at least every two years or as required if details of the journey change.
Training & Competency
Drivers of vehicles and mobile equipment must be legally licensed, in accordance with regulations, for the vehicle being driven.
Drivers of specialised vehicles and mobile equipment (e.g. MMU, forklift truck) must be trained and assessed competent in the vehicle's operation.
Drivers must participate in the scheduled driving hazard awareness campaigns and programs.

The following are the key day to day requirements operators/maintainers and supervisors must follow to ensure the control is being used correctly.

	Verify seat belts are worn by all vehicle occupants.

	Schedule driving hazard awareness campaigns and programs for vehicle drivers.

	Identify locations for rest breaks and take breaks for at least 10 minutes every 2 hours. Do not drive if fatigued (e.g. immediately following extended travel).
